· We work under the statutory authority of the Summit County Sheriff’s Office
· We do not charge for our services
· Approximately 65 volunteer members 
· In a typical year, we get 120 to 150 requests for assistance from 911 dispatch
· 50 to 80 of those requests become actual field missions
· 2009 stats: 127 requests, 53 missions, 3753 mission man hours
· We rescue lost or injured skiers, hikers, snowmobilers, 4x4 drivers, ATV or dirt bike riders, avalanche victims, mountain bikers, paddlers, fishermen, hunters, climbers, and anyone else recreating in the backcountry.  We also occasionally assist with urban searches, aircraft crashes, and motor vehicle accidents when cars have gone over the edge.
· Our headquarters are in the Frisco County Commons area 
· We have several avalanche/search dogs
· About half of our members have EMT certification
· The wilderness paramedics of the Summit County Ambulance Service are part of our team
· We participate in Flight For Life’s Avalanche Deployment and Lift Ticket programs and thus are able to request helicopter support for medical evacuations, air searches and insertions
· We are also able to request helicopter support from the National Guard High Altitude Aviation Training Center (HAATS) in Eagle County
· We work with the Summit County Water Rescue Team and have several certified swiftwater rescue technicians on our team
· Fully accredited by the Mountain Rescue Association (MRA)
· A member of the National Association for Search and Rescue (NASAR)
· Available for mutual aid calls through the Colorado Search and Rescue Board
· We are funded almost entirely by donations and grants; there is never a charge for our services
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
